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SUGGESTIONS FOR HELPING YOUR CHILD AT HOME


Please remember that these are only suggestions 


Personal, Social and Emotional Development


Always encourage and model good turn taking/sharing skills.  


Talk about feelings e.g. what makes you sad, happy, frightened, laugh?


Encourage trying new things and persevering when things don’t work. 


Communication and Language


Continue to support your child with developing their speech and extending their sentences by positive modelling...


Try tasks that develop attention and listening skills such as sharing a book and asking questions. Use your child’s name to gain attention before you give them an instruction. 


Literacy 


Practise making marks on paper using different tools e.g. pencils, paintbrushes, chalk or paint. 


Encourage your child to practise recognising and writing their name.  


Continue to share books on a daily basis


Play I SPY – isolating initial sounds


Mathematics


     Practise counting up to 20, can you order the numbers?


Talk to your child about how old he/she is and when his/her birthday is.


Investigate shapes- look out for 2D and 3D shapes at home and in the environment.  


Understanding the World


Explore your local area – go for wellie walks, splash in puddles, look for changes in the seasons


Use ipads, CDs, computer to explore and develop IT skills


Physical Development


Encourage physical activities e.g. running, climbing or riding a bicycle.


Play ‘Simon says’.


Expressive Arts and Design


Sing your child’s favourite songs and counting rhymes.


Explore role play at home with your child; pretending to be at the doctors/ in a shop/in space etc.  Let your child lead the play and scaffold them with appropriate vocabulary development.

Religious Education

Mathematics


During the term the children will continue to be involved in regular counting activities through games, number songs (eg 1,2,3,4,5 Once I caught a fish alive, 5 Little ducks, 5 speckled frogs) and other practical activities such as number snap, ordering numbers on the washing line, counting with our ‘magic counting stick’  and hunting for numbers in our environment etc.  We will also focus on shape this term and we will be spotting all types of shapes in our environment.  





							


 				





Personal, Social and Emotional Development


This half term we will revisit ‘our feelings’ and discuss ways in which we can deal with some emotions such as feeling angry, perhaps we could take a deep breath/count to five etc. Gaining some understanding that our needs may not always be met.

Understanding the World


Our topics for this term are Traditional Tales and Growth. We will learn through stories such as Goldilocks and the Three Bears, The Gingerbread Man, Three Little Pigs and Little Red Riding Hood. As the season changes we will look for signs in nature. 


We will celebrate festivals such as “Chinese New Year” and St Patrick’s Day. 


We will develop out IT skills and how information can be retrieved from computers. 





Physical Development





Fine motor skills: Throughout this term your child will be involved in a variety of activities to develop their fine motor skills. These will include developing and improving cutting skills, tracing, threading, malleable play such as playdough and many other opportunities both indoors and outdoors.


We will also be working towards children using the correct pencil grip and using a pencil with developing accuracy.





P.E.  We will develop your child’s self-help skills by encouraging them to prepare themselves for P.E. by removing their shoes and socks and putting them back on again after the lesson. Our lessons this half-term will focus on yoga and music and movement.


Music Mr Pettifer will continue with movement to songs and using percussion instruments in our weekly lesson. We will also explore making sounds through our topic lessons. 








Literacy


In Literacy, our focus will be Traditional Tales. We will enjoy sharing stories together and will encourage the children to talk about what happens in the beginning, middle and end of the story and join in with repeated refrains such as ‘Run, run as fast as you can, you can’t catch me I’m the Gingerbread Man!’

Communication and Language


We will continue to practise speaking and listening skills in lots of different ways. Expressive Arts and Design


The children will have the opportunity to engage in a variety of creative activities, using a range of different mediums and materials. These will include both child-initiated and adult-led activities. We will be using our traditional tales theme as a focus for all aspects of art and learning how to use our creative area independently- selecting resources independently and tidying up afterwards.  
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
